Future Projects 

1. ORWRDP

The only project that still requires funding is the ORWRDP Phase 2. It is envisaged to have around 60% allocated to social/municipal users and 40% for commercial users.  

This project is far from coming to the market due to:

· Budget constraints on National Treasury’s side for the social funding 

· Mine’s ability to commit to the payment for water on a fixed volume basis without mining licenses awarded by DME for the commercial funding.

The municipal portion amounts to round about R 7 billion of which only R 2 billion has been made available. The commercial portion is R 6.7 billion of which no funds have been secured.

The cost of the project is under review following a deplanning of the whole project given some technical changes that has transpired in the last 6 months.
2. MCWAP-2 
MCWAP-2 is now only envisaged in 2028 due to the National Integrated Resource Plan that does not envisage any open coal fire development before 2028 in Lephalale area. 

3. LHWP-2 
LHWP-2 is on the cards for operational declaration in 2019 – so might come to the market during 2012/13 for long-term funding – still need to agree with National Treasury if LHWP-2 is explicitly government guaranteed or not as it changes the funding approach substantially.
